Union Session U13:  Global Geodynamics – Core, Mantle, and Crust

The chemical, thermal, and structural evolutions of the Earth are  

processes that are coupled to one another by the motions within the  

planet. While we have made new findings that have helped us to better  

understand the deep Earth, such as the discovery of the post- 

perovskite phase, predicting geodynamic relationships that link deep  

Earth processes with the upper mantle and crust requires input from  

numerous subdisciplines in Earth science. In this session, we invite  

abstracts from a wide variety of approaches, such as geodynamics,  

geochemistry, petrology, mineral physics, tectonics, and seismology,  

to integrate observations and to help elucidate the dynamics of the  

core, mantle, and crust, as well as their interactions with one  

another. The range of subjects to address may include: thermal and  

chemical interactions at the core/mantle boundary region; the role of  

the post-perovskite phase in deep mantle dynamics, models of mantle  

convection; heat budget of the Earth; early planetary  

differentiation; dynamic effects of partial melting and other phase  

changes; the fate of subducting slabs; and related topics that  

include an interdisciplinary approach to global geodynamics. The  

session will include invited and contributed talks and posters.
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
