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LOCATION:
Lijiang, in south China's Yunnan Province, possibly the best preserved old town in China, is the only Chinese city listed on UNESCO's World Cultural Heritage list. With a history of 1,300 years, it is generally referred to as the Old Town of Lijiang. Lijiang is 570 km north-west of Kunming. It is situated on a plateau at an elevation of 2,600m and is impressive because of its scenery and lush vegetation. It can be reached by air or road (a couple of hours from Dali, a full day to Jinjiang, the railhead).
