The goal of this workshop is to bring together both scientists and students working in the fields of observational and theoretical seismology, tectonics, mineral physics, and experimental petrology to discuss mainly the following topics:

· Scales of mantle heterogeneity and anisotropy. Regional and global studies.

· Mantle deformation seen by seismic anisotropy measurements.

· Models of anisotropic mantle fabrics resulting from ancient and recent processes.

· Constraints from textures in xenoliths and exposed mantle sections.

· Mechanical interactions between the lithosphere and asthenosphere.

· Surface tectonic style and the underlying mantle flow

· The role of water in the development of anisotropy

The workshop, organized under the auspices of the IASPEI and ILP, is linked in spirit with three previous international meetings held in the Czech Republic in 1976 (Castle of Liblice), 1986 (Castle of Bechyne) and 1996 (Castle of Trest). Informal discussions and exchange of ideas will be emphasised.
